Many artists use similarity to help them create their large artwork.  They begin by using a small picture with a grid of squares drawn over it.  They then divide the surface for the large artwork into a similar but larger grid of squares of the same number.  Then they complete the new large work by just completing the squares one at a time by looking at the corresponding square in the small work.

To complete your new larger art work or photo:

1) Choose a Christmas cartoon, photograph, or a small drawing to enlarge.
2) Purchase a white poster board.

3) You will also need a ruler, pencil, and colored markers or pencils.

4) Use Microsoft word to grid your picture (refer back to the video) with squares.  The more squares you draw, the more accurately your mural will depict your original picture.

5) Choose an appropriate scale factor and include it on the back of your poster board.

6) Grid the poster board with the same number of square grids in pencil.  Use at least a fourth of the poster board.

7) Now copy details from each grid on small picture into grid on poster board.
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Grading: Rubric to follow.
The quality, detail, neatness, attractiveness, and color will determine your grade out of 50 points.
